And when Peter saw it he addressed the people: “Men of Israel, why do 

you wonder at this, or why do you stare at us, as though by our own power or piety we have made 

him walk? The God of Abraham, the God of Isaac, and the God of Jacob, the God of our fathers, 
glorified His servant Jesus, whom you delivered over and denied in the presence of Pilate, when he 

had decided to release Him.”

L: The Holy Gospel according to St. Luke, the 24

th
 chapter.       C: Glory to You, O Lord. 

 As they were talking about these things, Jesus Himself stood among them, and said to 

them, “Peace to you!” But they were startled and frightened and thought they saw a spirit. And He 
said to them, “Why are you troubled, and why do doubts arise in your hearts? See My hands and 

My feet, that it is I Myself. Touch Me, and see. For a spirit does not have flesh and bones as you 

see that I have.” And when He had said this, He showed them His hands and His feet. And while 
they still disbelieved for joy and were marveling, He said to them, “Have you anything here to
