The hand of the LORD was upon me, and He brought me out in the Spirit of the LORD and 

set me down in the middle of the valley; it was full of bones. And He led me around among 
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them, and behold, there were very many on the surface of the valley, and behold, they were very 

dry. And He said to me, “Son of man, can these bones live?” And I answered, “O Lord GOD, 

You know.”

 When the day of Pentecost arrived, they were all together in one place. And suddenly 

there came from heaven a sound like a mighty rushing wind, and it filled the entire house where 

they were sitting. And divided tongues as of fire appeared to them and rested on each one of 

them. And they were all filled with the Holy Spirit and began to speak in other tongues as the 

Spirit gave them utterance. Now there were dwelling in Jerusalem Jews, devout men from every 

nation under heaven. And at this sound the multitude came together, and they were bewildered, 

because each one was hearing them speak in his own language. And they were amazed and 

astonished, saying, "Are not all these who are speaking Galileans?

And all 

were amazed and perplexed, saying to one another, "What does this mean?" But others mocking 

said, "They are filled with new wine." But Peter, standing with the eleven, lifted up his voice 
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and addressed them: "Men of Judea and all who dwell in Jerusalem, let this be known to you, 

and give ear to my words. For these 

people are not drunk, as you suppose, since it is only the third hour of the day. But this is what 

was uttered through the prophet Joel: 

"'And in the last days it shall be, God declares, that I will pour out My Spirit on all flesh, 

and your sons and your daughters shall prophesy, and your young men shall see 

visions, and your old men shall dream dreams; even on My male servants and female 

servants in those days I will pour out My Spirit, and they shall prophesy.  And I will 

show wonders in the heavens above and signs on the earth below, blood, and fire, and 

vapor of smoke; the sun shall be turned to darkness and the moon to blood, before the 

day of the Lord comes, the great and magnificent day. And it shall come to pass that 

everyone who calls upon the name of the Lord shall be saved.'”

And when He comes, He will convict the world concerning 

sin and righteousness and judgment: concerning sin, because they do not believe in Me; 

concerning righteousness, because I go to the Father, and you will see Me no longer; 

concerning judgment, because the ruler of this world is judged. 

       I still have many things to say to you, but you cannot bear them now. When the Spirit of 

truth comes, He will guide you into all the truth, for He will not speak on His own authority, but 

whatever He hears He will speak, and He will declare to you the things that are to come. He will 

glorify Me, for He will take what is Mine and declare it to you. All that the Father has is Mine; 

therefore I said that He will take what is Mine and declare it to you.”

Pentecost 

was the Old Testament harvest festival – a time of thanksgiving, bounty, and the giving of gifts. 

How appropriate that the New Testament takes on the meaning of a new harvest – the ripe fields 

of the nations. This includes bringing in the elect of every tribe and tongue to sing the Lord’s 

praise. Every farmer knows that it is God who gives the increase and that the harvest calls for 

thanksgiving. 

THE LUTHERAN HOUR: 

Does someone need to hear words of rebuke-or redemption? A message about harsh words, 

gentle answers, and the wisdom of God. Listen to “Wisdom Knows When” (Proverbs 15:1) 

with Speaker Rev. Dr. Michael Zeigler on KFUO AM 850 this Sunday at 12:30 & 5 p.m. or on 

Bott Christian Radio on Sundays at 8 a.m.
